As parents and educators, we must help our children understand 
that procrastination isn't about laziness; it's often rooted in fear of failure, 
perfectionism, or feeling overwhelmed. Breaking tasks into smaller steps, setting 
realistic deadlines, and celebrating small victories can help overcome this habit.

Let us encourage our students to seize each moment, to act when motivation is 
high, and to embrace the satisfaction of timely completion. Success belongs to 
those who strike while the iron is hot.
