The Journey of Theatre Through Time and Cultures
The evolution of theatre has spanned thousands of years, transforming from simple rituals into a rich
artform. It likely began in prehistorictimes with storytelling and religious ceremonies. Formal theatre
emerged in ancient Greece around the 5th century BCE, featuring plays performed at festivals for
the god Dionysus. Key figures like Aeschylus, Sophocles, and Euripides introduced complex
characters and narratives that influenced later works. Roman theatre built upon Greek traditions,
adding unique elements such as elaborate sets and physical comedy, with playwrights like Plautus
and Terence making significant contributions. However, following the fall of the Roman Empire,
Europeantheatre declined and was largely replaced by religious performances.

During the Mediaeval period, church-sponsored plays became common, often depicting biblical
stories and moral lessons. Mystery and morality plays were also popular in town squares. The
Renaissance renewed interestin classical writings and humanism, leading to commedia dell'arte in
Italy and Elizabethan theatre in England, with William Shakespeare emerging as a key figure
through his exploration of human nature and social issues. In the 18th and 19th centuries,
melodrama rose to popularity, known for its emotional narratives. By the late 19th century,
playwrights like Henrik Ibsen and Anton Chekhov introduced realism, focusing on everyday life and
social problems.

European theatre significantly influenced Indian theatre by introducing new forms, such as the
proscenium stage, which allowed for more elaborate sets and structured presentations. European
acting styles and techniques were adopted, leading to the establishment of formal acting schools
that professionalised Indian theatre. The works of European playwrights inspired Indian writers to
explore new themes, blending Indian culture with European literary techniques. This influence
encouraged Indian playwrights to tackle social issues, as seen in the works inspired by Ibsen and
Chekhov. The interaction between European and Indian traditions led to movements like the Indian
People's Theatre Association (IPTA) in the 1940s, which aimed to use theatre for social change.
Today, Indian theatre reflects this blend through experimental performances, musicals, and
adaptations of Western plays, with playwrights like Vijay Tendulkar and Mahesh Dattani
incorporating Western styles while addressing Indian themes.

Prominent European authors, such as Shakespeare, known for works like 'Hamlet', 'Macbeth', and
'Romeo and Juliet'; Henrik Ibsen, famous for 'A Doll's House'; and Anton Chekhov, known for 'The
Seagull’, have greatly impacted theatre. Moliere from France contributed works like 'Tartuffe', while Bertolt Brecht from Germany is recognized for 'Mother
Courage and Her Children'. In Indian theatre, Vijay Tendulkaris acclaimed for 'Gidhade'and 'Final Solutions', while Mahesh Dattaniis known for 'Tara' and
'Seven Steps Around the Fire'. Habib Tanvir made his mark with 'Charandas Chor', and Ebrahim Alkazi is noted for his adaptations of Shakespeare. Ratan
Thiyamis recognized for'Khamba Thoibi'and 'Uttar Prithvi'.

European and Indian theatre significantly impacts school academics in various ways. Firstly, theatre enhances students' understanding of literature and
language. Through studying plays by authors like Shakespeare and Tendulkar, students explore complex themes, character development, and narrative
techniques, which deepen their analytical skills and appreciation for different writing styles. Plays often reflect societal challenges, encouraging students
to engage in discussions about morality, justice, and cultural perspectives. This can lead to greater awareness of social issues and inspire students to
become more empatheticand socially responsible.

Overall, European theatre has enriched the diversity of Indian theatre, helping it evolve while maintaining its cultural roots. The impact of European and
Indian theatre on school academics is multifaceted, enriching students' literary understanding, fostering creativity, promoting collaboration, encouraging
critical thinking, and enhancing communicationskills.

Le discours rapporté

Le discours rapporté est un moyen de communiquer ce que quelqu'un d'autre a dit dans le passé sans citer ses propos exacts.
Le discours rapporté en francais est différent de I'anglais. Au discours indirect, les mots originaux du locuteur sont écrits dans la
proposition subordonnée, qui est généralement introduite par « que/qu' ». Pour les phrases interrogatives formées par simple ‘
inversion ou « est-ce », nous utilisons « demander si » pour introduire la proposition subordonnée. Nous utilisons « demander »

suivi du mot interrogatif pour les questions formées a l'aide d'autres mots interrogatifs. L'anglais et le frangais traitent le

discours impératif rapporté de la méme maniere, mais il existe quelques légéeres différences. Dans les deux langues, le verbe impératif passe a
la forme infinitive. Cependant, en francgais, on ajoute également « de » ou « d' » avant le verbe infinitif, tandis qu'en anglais, I'infinitif suit
simplementle verbe. Au discours indirect des deux langues, les guillemets, les points d'exclamation et les points d'interrogation sont supprimés.

The Reported Speech

Reported speech is a way of communicating what someone else had said in the past without quoting their exact words. Reported speech in
French is different from the reported speech of English. In indirect speech, the original words of the speaker are written in the subordinate clause,
which is usually introduced with “que/qu™. For interrogative sentences formed by simple inversion or “est-ce que,” we use "demander si" to
introduce the subordinate clause. We use « demander » followed by the question word for questions formed using other question words.

Both English and French handle imperative reported speech similarly, but there are some slight differences. In both languages, the imperative
verb changes to the infinitive form. However, in French, we also add "de" or "d™ before the infinitive verb, while in English, the infinitive simply
follows the verb. Inindirect speech of both languages, the quotation marks, exclamation marks, and question marks are removed.

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The Japanese Confederation of the Atomic and Hydrogen Bomb
Sufferers Organisation is often shortened to Nihon Hidankyo. The
Organisation lobbies both the victims and the governments
worldwide for the abolition of nuclear weapons. They have
recorded thousands of witness accounts, resolutions and public

appeals. The organisation has worked tirelessly sending
\i l delegates to International Organisations including the United

Nations, advocating global nuclear disarmament. The
organisation was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize, in 2024, for its efforts to achieve
a world free of nuclear weapons. The Nihon Hidankyo was formed by a group of
survivors and victims of the Hiroshima and Nagasaki Tragedies. Nihon means, '
The Sun's origin', often translated as ' The Land of the Rising Sun'. It was founded
in 1956 and won a prize for its relentless educational work on the catastrophic
humanitarian consequences of the use of nuclear weapons. Hence the motto,' No
More Hibakusha'.

Each Nobel Prize diploma is a unique work of art where the design is decided by the
prize-awarding bodies. The literature diploma is written on parchment, i.e.
specially treated leather, using largely the same technique as those of mediaeval
book illustrators. The diplomas given to the other laureates are produced on
specially ordered handmade paper. The Nobel Prize also includes prize money.
The currentamount is 11 million per full Nobel Prize. A Nobel Prize can be awarded
to up to three laureates who share the prize sum.
