My Experience at the World Robotics Olympiad 2024
Robotics and technology have always fascinated me, and I'm constantly 
excited by the rapid advancements in these fields. Recently, I had the 
incredible opportunity to participate in a prestigious robotics competition 
with my teammate Bhavikk Sanghvi from Class 10. Our team, 
SignSpeak, presented a device designed to aid individuals with physical 
challenges related to speaking and hearing.

Our project was a wearable device featuring sensors that could be worn 
on the hand and a controller that interpreted hand signals. The sensors, attached to each 
finger, detected gestures made by the wearer. These signals were transmitted to a 
microprocessor, which converted them into text. This allowed the wearer to communicate 
with others through written words, enabling a more inclusive interaction.

The journey began last month at the regional competition held in Mumbai. To our delight, 
we were selected for the National Robotics Event, scheduled to take place on October 6th 
and 7th in Ahmedabad. It was an exciting and unexpected opportunity, so we immediately 
began preparing for the national stage. With the help of our school teachers and our 
mentor, Rajat Sir, we refined our project, focusing on how our solution stood apart from 
existing alternatives.

Our preparation included creating a detailed presentation. We showcased everything from 
our circuit diagrams, cost breakdowns, and a pros-and-cons analysis of our idea, to 
language symbols, their meanings, and testimonials from students who had benefited 
from the device. The feedback from students with speaking and hearing challenges whom 
we had interacted with the previous week helped us fine-tune our approach.

Over 270 teams were competing, and the energy in the room was palpable. We quickly set 
up our station, arranging everything to effectively convey our message. Bhavikk 
demonstrated the device while I explained how our solution could make a real difference, 
helping people with disabilities communicate more freely.

Attending the World Robotics Event was an eye-opening experience. It reinforced the 
belief that every student has the potential to create something innovative, and participating 
in such events broadens one's understanding of science, technology, and engineering. I 
encourage every student to take part in at least one competition like this—it truly opens up 
a world of possibilities.

The Making of Seed Balls.
The making of Seed Balls is an initiative taken to restore forests and support biodiversity. Seed Balls are made of clay, compost, and seeds.  The 
clay and compost help in retaining moisture thereby increasing the chances of germination. Also, the protective layer of clay and compost 
prevents birds and other animals from destroying the seeds. Once the balls are made, they are dispersed in places where green patches are 
depleting.  These seed balls are then dispersed in areas that need reforestation. The success rate of these magic balls depends on 
environmental conditions too. This method, over time, will help restore the health of the soil and prevent its erosion. Indigenous plants can be 
revived through the dispersal of seed balls. The Science and Nature Club students were actively involved in making seed balls, and they also 
watched a video to understand the process better.

For example, I give the 
pen - I give it.
They want to buy ice 
cream -They want to 
buy it.
Indirect object complement pronouns 
(COI) replace an indirect object (with a 
preposition).
They are me, you, him, us, you, and 
them.
For example, The teacher gives 
chocolates to the students. - The 
teacher gives them chocolates.

The pronoun replaces a place, or an 
inanimate object, and the pronoun 
replaces something that is preceded by 
'from' or a quantity.
For example: They arrived home. -They 
got there.

Tonic pronouns are used to emphasise 
what is being said.
For example: I am smarter than them.

Have fun learning French

Born in Mughalsarai, Uttar Pradesh, on October 2, 1904, Lal Bahadur Shastri 
died in Tashkent, Uzbekistan, on January 11, 1966. He was a prominent 
political figure in India, the country's second prime minister, known for his 
integrity, modesty, and simplicity. Coming from a humble background, Shastri 
attended Kashi Vidyapeeth, where he earned the title "Shastri," symbolising 
his academic accomplishments. He joined the Indian independence 
movement, participating in major campaigns like the Quit India Movement and 
Salt Satyagraha, enduring multiple jail terms. After independence, Shastri 
gained political recognition through various cabinet posts. As Railway 
Minister, he resigned after a train accident, a rare gesture of accountability. His 
greatest achievement as prime minister was his strong leadership during the 
1965 Indo-Pakistani War, which strengthened the country's unity and security. 
Shastri's famous motto, "Jai Jawan, Jai Kisan," highlighted his belief in 
supporting soldiers and farmers as the nation's backbone. He also laid the 
foundation for the Green and White Revolutions, which later ensured India's 
agricultural and dairy success. After signing the Tashkent Agreement to settle 
the conflict with Pakistan, he died in Uzbekistan under mysterious 
circumstances. His legacy of patriotism, simplicity, and service was honoured 
with the Bharat Ratna in 1966 following his death.
