Sunita Narain: APioneer for Climate Justice in India

"Sunita Narain," A Prominent Indian environmentalist and activist born on
August 20, 1961. Since joining the Centre for Science and Environment
(CSE) in 1982, she has been an influential figure in the development of
sustainable practices, which she endures today as the Institution's
Director General.
