"Guardians of Freedom: How Tribal Uprisings Shaped India's Fight for Independence".

Tribal groups in India had been subjected to marginalisation throughout history, and were forced to dwell on the periphery
of society; however, they resisted the British colonial regime's policy that interfered with their traditional lifestyle. Early
movements include the Santal Rebellion in 1855-56 and the Kol Rebellion of 1831-32, which preceded the much larger
national movement of 1857. In reality, these movements were struggling for independence from colonial domination but
were also fighting for their tribal culture, lands, and identity. The participation of tribal communities really happened in
movements like the Quit India Movement of 1942 in laying down a basis for a more inclusive struggle. This is an important
story in Indian freedom and justice

Digital citizen- Roles & Responsibility

Digital etiquette is a creation of an online social norm in the form of social structures or rules of appropriate behaviour in the context of a digital
environment including public awareness regarding the use, transmission, and dissemination of electronic information. It also includes academic
ethics in a digital context where information can be rapidly disseminated. Currently, it is widely spread during epidemic situations that directly
affect communication and changing social interactions. Digital etiquette is hence a public consciousness and the responsibility for using the
social space to reduce the impact of information technology usage that occurs considerably in the global society. An active digital citizen is a
digital citizen who is aware of the thoughtful use of public spaces with others in the online community with scope for freedom of expression,
information sharing, and access, including personal privacy, information security, and others. In addition, active digital citizens do not use online
space to harass or cause damage to any individuals and society. An active digital citizen requires knowledge, skills, and digital etiquette that will
be the foundation of use, transmission, and decision-making in the context of the digital space.

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Sunita Williams: The Space Pioneer

She is also an American astronaut and U.S. Navy officer. Indeed, Sunita Williams is
said to be one of the astronauts contributing to great extent in space exploration. Born
on 19th September 1965, it is said that she attained a great academic glory coupled
with adventure at Euclid Ohio. Being passionate about adventure, she followed the
dreams of becoming part of the U.S. Naval Academy. She earned her way through full
operational missions and a significant amount of flight time during her naval career
which were all ready to set foot into space. In 1998, NASA selected Williams as an
astronaut, which proved to be the first step of this astronaut in making forays into
space. She was off to her first space wonder in December 2006 on the Space Shuttle
Discovery bound for the International Space Station (ISS). In July of this year, she
commanded Expedition 32/33; so far, only a few women have commanded the ISS.
She is an inspiration to teenagers, since she shares with them and the whole world
values thatinclude perseverance, education, and adventure.

She has called the public to inspire future astronauts and students through her
experiences. She believes that the research in space needs cooperation among
nations since she has worked with astronauts from so many countries during her
space missions. In September 2024, she commanded the ISS for the second time,
managing critical operations and research activities. Unfortunately, due to technical
problems with the Boeing Starliner spacecraft she is scheduled to return to Earth in
February 2025. Sunita Williams' career symbolises a deep passion for space
exploration and scientific progress. She is one of the pioneers in the history of
spaceflight, and her legacy continues to inspire and guide the future generations of
astronauts.
